Mission Statement

Jasper Elementary School will educate children in a safe and nurturing environment to be life long learners.

Jasper Elementary School (JES) understands the partnership between the school and parents is vital to ensure the success of our students.  At Jasper Elementary we recognize that parents are their children’s primary teacher and their support is necessary in our efforts to provide a quality education to all students.  We believe teachers and parents share the responsibility for a child’s success.  Communication between home and school is vital to setting positive examples for our children.  Jasper Elementary is also dedicated to the system mission: Graduation For All.  

Jasper Elementary School will distribute yearly a Parent/School/Student Compact that is developed with input from parents and reviewed annually.  The compact is signed at the beginning of each school year to set a standard for learning and classroom expectations. Teachers review the compact with students. Parents sign the compact as an understanding of the expectations.  The compacts are held in the front office after they are returned.

In an attempt to maximize the success of our students the following programs are planned to engage parents.  Please refer to our county school calendar for holidays and academic dates, such as progress reports and report cards.

1.  School staff will use a variety of communication strategies to provide additional information to parents and to increase parental involvement and support classroom instruction:

· The school will distribute a monthly newsletter for kindergarten, 1st, 2nd, 3rd , 4th and 5th grades.  The newsletter is developed with input from the principal, staff. It includes school news, a calendar of school activities, and parenting tips relating to school achievement such as homework tips, organizational skills, and study skills.

· The PTO distributes a monthly newsletter that includes planned activities for the upcoming month, as well as information on past activities sponsored by the PTO (Parent Teacher Organization).  

· The school will maintain a web site that links to classroom websites for each teacher.  On the classroom websites, parents will be able to access the classroom newsletter that will have information on homework assignments, classroom calendar and other pertinent information. Parents will also be able to communicate with school staff using email.

· Each parent is provided a username and password so they can access their child’s grades and attendance information.  This information will be updated in a timely manner.

· Teachers will send home a folder containing student papers and work samples.  Parents are asked to sign and return the folder.

· The school will provide to parents a report card every 9 weeks and progress reports between report card dates with information regarding their child’s academic progress.

· The school will send home notices with students, post notices in the school, use our mass notification telephone system, and provide information for local newspapers about parent workshops and meetings.

· Jasper Elementary School will ensure they have appropriate representation at the Pickens County Parent Advisory Council meetings at which survey results will be distributed and input taken into consideration while reviewing and revising the LEA Parent Involvement Policy, JES Parent Involvement Policy, JES Parent Involvement Plan, JES Parent/Student/School Compact, and the Comprehensive Local Education Agency Improvement Plan.

· JES will maintain a School Advisory Council, whose majority membership will consist of parents.  This council will hold open meetings no less that 4 times yearly, and will act as a liaison between parents and school administration when needed.

2. The School will hold parent meetings, conferences, and activities throughout the year to increase parental involvement and build parent capacity:

· JES will have outside speakers and educators conduct parenting workshops to provide parents with ways and ideas on how they can help to enhance their child’s education.

· JES will hold a yearly book fair and invite parents at different times during the day and evening to help provide an opportunity for parents and their student(s) to experience the school environment together with an emphasis on literacy and its importance.

· JES will hold an open house annually offering parents, students, and other family members the opportunity to meet and speak with faculty, staff, and administrators allowing for questions to be answered and the curriculum to be explained. 

· Information is made available through our county website and during curriculum night to parents explaining achievement goals and suggestions so they can help achieve these goals.  

· Information is given to parents explaining homework and grading procedures.

· JES will hold parent-teacher conferences at least once each year to discuss the student’s success and to offer suggestions in the areas needed.

· The school will work with the middle schools and Head Start in the county to help provide a smooth transition from one school to another by raising parent awareness of procedures and activities.  Teachers will hold meetings with other teachers and parents to help in this process.  JES will participate in Kindergarten Round Up, where parents and students go to the school the student will attend, providing an opportunity for each to familiarize themselves and become comfortable at the school.

3. The school will provide information to parents about volunteer opportunities:
